For more
information, please visit Viaggiare Sicuri. Naples Airport lies in the suburbs of Capodichino, only 4 miles, or 7 km from the center of Naples. Due to its location, it is also commonly referred to as Naples Capodichino Airport. Although not as large as some other airports in Italy, it still handles over five million passengers per year, with the majority of its
flights to European destinations. However, there are numerous long-haul flights from the airport as well. Passengers arriving at Naples Airport will find various forms of land transport available, including bus and taxi services. There is no train station on the airport grounds, but travelers can easily reach train connections via the bus services available.
Traveling by rail is a very quick and convenient way to reach almost any local or regional destination in Italy. The buses that connect Naples Airport to Naples Central Railway Station all depart from just outside the arrivals area. They are the Line 3S bus and the Alibus, operated by ANM - Azienda Napoletana Mobilita. The Line 3S bus travels to the
Central Railway Station located in Piazza Garibaldi and the Brin Car Park, or the Parcheggio Brin, while the Alibus provides transport to the train station and the Piazza Municipio, from where Port connections can be made to various islands and other coastal regions. The buses depart every 20 or 30 minutes from the airport, from early in the morning
to the later evening hours, and bus tickets for these journeys can be purchased from the bus driver. Further information about the Line 3S bus and Alibus is available online at www.anm.it. The main railway stations in Naples are the Porta Nolana, which is the main station served by the Circumvesuviana, as well as the Garibaldi station located
underneath the Porta Nolana, or Napoli Centrale train station. The Circumvesuviana System, or referred to by the locals as Vesuviana, serves many regional destinations. The track is 138 km long, reaching a total of 96 stations on the network. The maximum speed of the trains is 90 km/h. Naples Central Station is the starting point of the six train lines
of the Circumvesuviana, and from here they branch out to several areas on the Sorrento peninsula. A journey to Sorrento takes just over an hour, with stops along the way at Barra, Torre del Greco, Torre Annunziata and Castellemmare di Stabia. Sorrento is reached by trains that run on Line 1. Trains on Line 2 travel to Sarno, while Line 3 trains run to
Baiano. Line 4 trains reach Acerra, and Line 5 trains travel to Poggiomarino. Trains on Line 6 travel to San Georgio a Cremano. Traveling along the Sorrento peninsula is wonderfully attractive, and enjoyed by many tourists. Along the way the train travels through a couple of tunnels and over various bridges, making for quite an adventurous journey.
No reservations are required for Circumvesuviana trains; therefore you may sit in any wagon you choose. They are not particularly fancy trains, just equipped with regular seats and some space for luggage. Within the train there are electronic displays which indicate the upcoming stations, and they also mostly use a PA system whereby the next station
is announced by the conductor in Italian and English, although this can be difficult to hear sometimes. While the trains are considered to be reasonably safe, it is wise to always stay alert and cautious, and take certain safety measures to safeguard your money and belongings. If you are traveling at night, sit nearby the conductor in the front area of the
wagon, preferably in the first wagon as well. Keep your money spread out in various pockets or safe places, so that if you are a pick-pocket victim you do not lose all your money. Leave any unnecessarily expensive items and jewelry at home. Tickets for the Circumvesuviana trains can be purchased from the train stations, newsstands and tobacco shops,
and need to be validated in the yellow machines on the platforms before boarding the train. The machine will add a date and time stamp to your ticket. Tickets are regularly checked by authorized train personnel, and heavy fines can be given if your ticket is not correctly validated. Do not mix your train ticket with credit cards or ATM cards as it does
contain a magnetic stripe. Various tickets for tourist travel are available. Keep in mind that there are two types of trains running to Sorrento. The Diretto stops at every station along the way and therefore takes a bit longer, while the Diretissimo only stops at the main stations. This train is marked as DD on the train schedules. In Italy, various types of
trains offer transport to every possible destination. Daily there are approximately 30 trains which run between Naples and Rome, with a journey time of around two and a half hours. Trains that travel to regional areas are slower, while the Intercity (IC), Eurocity (EC) and Eurostar (ES) trains are all high-speed services. The railway system in Italy is
operated by FS, or the Ferrovie dello Stato. Passengers arriving at Naples Airport are sure to find the transportation options to be more than adequate and reasonable to understand, however, further information is available from the information desks within the terminal buildings. Naples Airport (NAP) > Transfers > Airport to Train Station The main
train station in Naples -Napoli Centrale or Naples Central Station- lies in the heart of the city, adjacent to Piazza Garibaldi. The busy railway hub serves more than 137,000 passengers daily and is connected to an underground station as well (Napoli Piazza Garibaldi), which handles metro rides and journeys with the Circumvesuviana Lines. NAP
passengers wishing to reach the Central Station can catch a comfortable airport taxi from the taxi rank, book a private airport transfer, or even reserve a handy airport car rental. On the other hand, travelers who want to save money on their transit expenses can take the Alibus Naples airport shuttle bus traveling from Naples Airport to the Central
Station. OptionsPrice (€)Price ($)Duration Taxi1819,5015 min Bus55,4015 min Travelers wishing to reach Napoli Centrale Station comfortably and hassle-free usually catch a Naples airport taxi from the airport’s taxi stand lying right outside the Arrivals hall and get to their destination fast and safely. Indeed, Naples taxis offer reliable services.
Nevertheless, individual drivers who approach tourists in the airport are unlicensed and often try to scam or overcharge passengers. Taxis from Naples Airport are metered but also provide set rates for rides to highly frequented locations. Hence, passengers can ask for the flat fare once they enter the cab. The driver then sets the taximeters to the
indication “F0.00”. Should the passenger mention nothing, the ride will be calculated via the taximeter. In any case, a taxi from Naples Airport to the Train Station takes about 15-20 minutes to reach its destination, while the flat fare for the ride to Naples Central Station is 18€/19,50%. All surcharges (apart from toll fees and the extra fare for radio
taxis) are included in the set price. Moreover, tipping is optional. Naples taxi drivers accept payment in cash and via bank cards. However, letting the driver know that you are planning to pay via credit or debit card is always a good idea. The only mode of mass transit available for rides from Naples Capodichino Airport is the bus. Thus, if you are
looking for an affordable way to travel from Naples Airport to Garibaldi Train Station, you should catch the Alibus airport shuttle bus, which departs from the bus stop located next to the pick-up area and the taxi rank for shared taxis (Taxi Collettivo). The Alibus Shuttle operates from 05:30 am to midnight, every 10 minutes during peak hours and every
20-30 minutes at other times. It takes about 15 minutes to reach Piazza Garibaldi, next to the Naples Central Train Station, if roads aren’t congested. The ticket for the bus from Naples Airport to the Train Station costs 5€/5,40%. Passengers can buy their tickets online, onboard (from the driver in cash), or through the automatic ticket vendors at the
Arrivals hall. It’s important to remember that tickets for urban buses can’t be used for Alibus rides. However, you can buy your ticket inside the bus contactless (via the Tap & Go system) or from authorized retailers inside the terminal (tobacco stores, newsstands, etc.). In that case, your ticket (Unico Alibus ticket) will still cost 5€/5,40%, but it will be
valid for onward urban journeys with public modes of transit within 90 minutes from the first ride. You must tap in your single ticket or Unico Alibus ticket at the designated machines once you enter the bus. If you enjoy autonomous rides, you should opt for a Naples airport rental car. In that way, you’ll set all the details of your transit and arrive at
Naples Central Station hassle-free. If you want to optimize your journey, you should book the ideal vehicle depending on your needs and preferences. Thus, a mini-car would be perfect for rides around the city limits, especially in downtown Naples, where streets are overall narrow and winding. On the other hand, an SUV would be more comfortable if
you travel with company and plan to explore out-of-the-way destinations. In any case, Naples Capodichino Airport features various car hire companies that have fleets consisting of a wide array of vehicles and provide numerous services and amenities. The ride with your Naples rental car from Naples Airport to Garibaldi Train Station should last about
15 minutes. The duration of the journey might be about five minutes longer during rush hours. Please note that although there are several ZTL zones around Naples city center, where access to motorists is prohibited during certain hours of the day, the Napoli Centrale Train Station isn’t located in one of those zones. Moreover, numerous car parks are
to be found nearby. Thus, you won’t face any difficulties finding an available parking space, although it will still be paid. The 4-km/2,5-mile distance from Naples Airport to Central Station might be relatively short. Still, why shouldn’t you choose the most relaxed and premium transit option for your ride? In other words, you should consider booking a
luxurious private airport transfer from Capodichino Airport. Enjoy every minute of the journey to the train station, sitting comfortably in the back seat of the vehicle of your choice and being given useful tips and hints about your journey in Naples by your knowledgeable driver. Overall, private airport transfers are the most expensive way of transit
(somewhat pricier than ordinary taxis) but provide tailored services and personalized traveling experiences. Although some scamming incidents may occur from time to time, official Naples taxis are
trustworthy. Conversely, individual drivers are non-licensed and usually try to scam passengers. Therefore, it’s important to always catch your cab from the official airport taxi rank, just outside the Arrivals hall. You'll find an available cab no matter the time of the day. Even if you have to wait in line, it won’t be long before you’re on your way to your
destination. Your ride from Naples Airport to the city center will last about 20-25 minutes, depending on your journey’s end. Thus, taxi rides to Piazza Municipio (close to Piazza del Plebiscito and Molo Beverello) last about 25 minutes, whereas taxi journeys to Centro Storico last around 20 minutes. Although Naples airport taxis offer set fares for
journeys to the most popular and central locations, you’ll have to specifically ask for a “tariffa predeterminata” once you enter the taxi. In that case, the taximeter will display the code “F0.00”. Otherwise, your ride will be metered. The flat rate for airport rides to ZTL Centro Storico is 18€/19,50$, and for journeys to Piazza Municipio is 21€/22,80%. All
charges (apart from toll fares and fees for radio taxis) are included, and tipping is optional. Moreover, passengers can pay in cash or via a bank card. Our Tip: You can also opt for a shared taxi (Taxi Collettivo). The shared taxi rank lies close to the roundabout of Viale Fulco Ruffo di Calabria. Shared taxis head to Central Station and Molo Beverello,
making specific stops on their way. Thus, they don’t offer door-to-door services. They charge 6€/6,50$ per passenger, including luggage fees. Naples airport shuttle bus is the only mode of mass transit available from Capodichino Airport to the city center. The Alibus Shuttles depart from the bus stop located next to the pick-up area and the shared taxi
rank and head to downtown Naples, calling at Piazza Garibaldi (close to the train station) and Stazione Marittima (close to Piazza Municipio) as well. They run every 10 minutes during rush hours and every 20-30 minutes at other times from 05:30 am to 00:00 am. What’s more, they take 15 minutes to reach Piazza Garibaldi and 35 minutes to get to
Stazione Marittima. Tickets for the Alibus Naples airport bus cost 5€/5,40$, and can be bought online, from the driver inside the bus using cash, or via the automatic ticket machines at the terminal’s Arrivals. Tickets and passes for urban buses aren’t valid for rides with the Alibus Naples airport line. Alternatively, Unico Alibus tickets are also an option.
They cost 5€/5,40$ too, and can be purchased onboard via the Tap & Go system (not from the driver) or from authorized locations inside the terminal (tobacco stores, newsstands, etc.). The Unico tickets allow onward journeys with the public modes of transit (not with the Alibus, though) within 90 minutes. No matter the chosen ticket type, you must
always tap in your ticket once you enter the bus. Naples airport car rentals are one of the most convenient transit options from NAP Airport, especially for travelers planning to explore the city’s nearby popular destinations. That being said, they aren’t highly recommended for journeys around the city center, as the vast majority of downtown Naples is a
ZTL zone, meaning that motorists can’t access those areas during certain times of the day. In any case, Naples Capodichino Airport houses various car hire providers located at the car rental center, close to Car Park P1. As a result, NAP passengers can make their pick among a wide array of options and benefit from deals and discounts. The ride from
Naples Airport to the city center usually lasts about 20-25 minutes. During peak hours, the duration of the journey might be longer. You’ll have to park your Naples rental car when you reach your destination in the city center. Many hotels in Naples offer parking facilities. Alternatively, you can park at one of the blue-marked street parking spaces,
paying a parking fee, or leave your vehicle at one of the area’s car parks. In any case, you should remember that street parking in Naples city center is challenging. Overall, taxi rides from Naples Airport to Naples city center cost 18€-21€/19,50$-22,80$ depending on the exact alighting location in downtown Naples. Naples Airport doesn’t house a train
or subway station. As a result, the airport isn’t connected to downtown Naples or any other region via a train or metro line. Hence, the only available mode of mass transit from Naples Airport is the bus. The Alibus Naples airport shuttle links NAP Airport to the city center. Thus, it departs from Capodichino Airport, heading to the Central Train Station
and the Molo Beverello Port. The Alibus Shuttle runs every 10-30 minutes from 05:30 am to midnight and takes about 15-35 minutes to reach the heart of Naples. Naples Airport is one of the main gateways to Southern Italy, serving over five million passengers per year. It lies within the suburbs of Capodichino, and is therefore also known as Naples
Capodichino Airport. The airport is located nearby Naples, only 4 miles away from the centre of the city, and is surrounded by a few notable areas, including Arzano, Casoria, Miano, Poggioreale and Casalnuovo di Napoli. Since many passengers rely on public transport to reach their destination, Naples Airport offers a range of bus services from the
terminal. Traveling by bus is very cost effective, and most people find it to be a comfortable and convenient way to reach the city center and other towns and cities. The airport consists of two terminal buildings which are relatively easy to navigate. Terminal 1 is the main terminal serving the majority of arrival and departure flights, while Terminal 2 is
mainly in use for charter flights. Terminal 1 is therefore the larger of the two terminals. The buses at Naples Airport leave from various points, but the buses for local transport can all be found directly in front of the arrivals area. From the airport, passengers can reach the Central Railway Station and Central Bus Station, the Port, and other
destinations which are further away, such as Avellino, Benevento, Caserta, the Sorrento and Amalfi coasts, Salerno and Serre by using the bus services. There are two main buses leading into Naples city center from the airport. These are the ANM - Line 3S and the ANM Alibus. The Line 3S bus leaves from directly in front of the arrivals area of the
airport, approximately every half an hour throughout the day. Its main stops include the Central Railway Station in Naples, or the Circumvesuviana Train Station in Piazza Garibaldi, and the Brin Car Park, or the Parcheggio Brin. From here there are connections with Circumvesuviana trains and other buses leaving for various destinations. The Alibus
travels to Piazza Garibaldi as well, allowing you to reach the main train station in Naples, and to Piazza Municipio, from where Port connections are available. The boat services run during the months of May to October and provide transportation to areas such as Capri, Sorrento, Amalfi, Positano, Pozzuoli, Sapri, Palinuro and Agropoli. The boats leave
from Beverello Dock. More information is available at www.metrodelmare.com. The Alibus leaves from Naples Airport approximately every 20 minutes from just outside the arrivals area. Bus tickets for these two services can be purchased on the bus. More information about the Line 3S bus and the Alibus can be found online at www.anm.it. The main
bus station in Naples is located in front of the Naples Stazione Centrale, or Central Railway Station in Piazza Garibaldi. Buses for other major Italian cities and some European cities have numerous daily departures from the bus station. There are also many buses which travel to more local destinations in the area, in particular, the popular holiday resort
of Amalfi, as this area is not served by trains. Some of the buses at the station are operated by the Naples Public Transport Board, while others are more privately operated, such as the SITA and Curreri buses. SITA buses travel to Salerno and Sorrento, while ATAC buses provide transport to the Cilento coast from Salerno to Sapri. Tickets for the
various bus services can be purchases from booths or ticket machines at the bus stop, or from newsagents, tobacconists and some coffee shops in Naples. Other buses departing from Naples include Bus Air to Avellino, Bus FBN to Benevento and Bus CTP to Caserta. The bus stops for these services can be found about 300 meters from Terminal 1. The
bus to Avellino is available approximately every hour, while the other two services are available approximately every hour and a half. The Bus Buonotourist departs from just outside the arrivals area and travels to Salerno, while Bus Eliseo travels to Serre (SA). Bus SITA also provides connections to Salerno. Passengers arriving at Naples Airport can
purchase bus tickets for these services from the Sunstore Shop located in the arrivals area. Another very popular bus route is from Naples to Sorrento, served by the Curreri Viaggi Bus Company. There are buses leaving throughout the day, approximately every two hours, although it is wise to consult a bus schedule before planning your trip as the
timetables vary depending on the time of year. Winter bus timetables can be considerably different to those in the summer time. The journey to Sorrento is about an hour and fifteen minutes and includes the main stops of Castellamare, Vico Equense, Meta, Piano Sorrento and Sant’ Agnello. Tickets can be purchased from the bus driver and cost around
ten Euro per person per one-way journey. There are also taxi services at the airport, but traveling by bus is always a far cheaper form of transport. During the gala, the AMPAS presented Academy Awards (commonly referred to as Oscars) in 23 categories honoring films
released in 2022. The ceremony, televised in the United States by ABC, was produced by Glenn Weiss and Ricky Kirshner, with Weiss also serving as director. Comedian Jimmy Kimmel hosted the show for the third time, following the 89th ceremony in 2017 and the 90th ceremony in 2018.[4] In related events, the Academy held its 13th annual
Governors Awards ceremony at the Fairmont Century Plaza Hotel in Century City, California, on November 19, 2022. The Academy Scientific and Technical Awards were presented by host Simu Liu on February 24, 2023, in a ceremony at the Academy Museum of Motion Pictures in Los Angeles.[5] Everything Everywhere All at Once won seven awards,

Quiet on the Western Front and The Banshees of Inisherin tied for second with nine nominations each.[9][10] The winners were announced during the awards ceremony on March 12, 2023. Everything Everywhere All at Once became the first science fiction film to win Best Picture,[11] and became the third film, alongside A Streetcar Named Desire
(1951) and Network (1976), to win three acting awards.[12] Best Director winners Daniel Kwan and Daniel Scheinert became the third pair of directors to win for the same film.[a] For the first time since the 7th ceremony in 1935, all five Best Actor nominees were first-time nominees.[13] Michelle Yeoh became the first Asian winner for Best Actress

In September 2022, the Academy hired television producers Glenn Weiss and Ricky Kirshner to oversee production of the 2023 ceremony.[25] AMPAS president Janet Yang and CEO Bill Kramer remarked that they looked "to deliver an exciting and energized show" with Weiss and Kirshner.[26] Two
months later, comedian and talk show host Jimmy Kimmel was announced as host of the gala. "Being invited to host the Oscars for a third time is either a great honor or a trap," Kimmel stated in a press release regarding his selection. "Either way, I am grateful to the Academy for asking me so quickly after everyone good said no", he concluded.[27]
Furthermore, AMPAS announced that all 23 categories would be presented live during the gala. The announcement came in response to an internal survey which indicated negative feedback regarding the previous year's decision to present eight below-the-line categories prior to the live portion of last year's gala.[28] In light of the Chris Rock-Will
Smith slapping incident during the previous year's telecast, AMPAS announced that the organization hired a "crisis team" in the event a similar altercation or if an unexpected fiasco arose.[29] In an interview published by Time magazine, Kramer explained: "We have a whole crisis team, something we've never had before, and many plans in place.
We've run many scenarios. So it is our hope that we will be prepared for anything that we may not anticipate right now but that we're planning for just in case it does happen."[30] The Dolby Theatre stage on the day of the ceremony Several others participated in the production of the ceremony and related events. Rickey Minor served as musical
director for the ceremony.[31] Production designers Misty Buckley and Alana Billingsley, who were the first women-led design team for an Oscars telecast, designed a new stage for the show.[32] According to Buckley and Billingsley, the stage was designed to resemble Art Deco movie places from the Golden Age of Hollywood.[33] Additionally, the set
utilized several LED panels that were used to display the category names, winners' names, or images from the nominated films.[34] Notably, the arrivals area along Hollywood Boulevard outside the Dolby Theatre was lined with a champagne-colored carpet, marking the first time since the 32nd ceremony in 1960 that a non-red colored carpet was
utilized for the gala. According to red carpet consultant Lisa Love, the production team chose a lighter shade of carpet color in order to not clash with a sienna-colored tent erected to shield attendees from the sun or potential rain. She also added that the shades of color for both the carpet and tent were inspired by "watching the sunset on a white-sand
beach at the 'golden hour' with a glass of champagne in hand, evoking calm and peacefulness".[35] Lady Gaga was initially not scheduled to perform her nominated song "Hold My Hand" from Top Gun: Maverick due to prior commitments involving her role in Joker: Folie a Deux. On the morning of the ceremony, however, it was reported that Gaga
would perform at the ceremony.[36] Meanwhile, actress Glenn Close, who was originally scheduled as a presenter during the gala, canceled her appearance due to a positive COVID-19 test.[37] When the nominations were announced, nine of the ten films nominated for Best Picture had earned a combined gross of $1.57 billion at the American and
Canadian box offices at the time. Top Gun: Maverick was the highest-grossing film among the Best Picture nominees with $718.7 million in domestic box office receipts.[38] Avatar: The Way of Water came in second with $598.4 million; this was followed by Elvis ($151 million), Everything Everywhere All at Once ($70 million), The Fabelmans

($15 million), The Banshees of Inisherin ($9 million), Tar ($5.6 million), Triangle of Sadness ($4.2 million), and Women Talking ($1.1 million). The box office figures for All Quiet on the Western Front were unavailable due to their distributor Netflix's policy of refusing to release such figures.[39] Furthermore, by virtue of Avatar: The Way of Water and
Top Gun: Maverick's Best Picture nominations, it marked the first time since the 55th ceremony in 1983 that the two highest grossing films of the year were both nominated in the aforementioned category.[40] Andrea Riseborough's Best Actress nomination for To Leslie was controversial amongst critics and pundits, as Momentum Pictures, the film's
distributor, did not fund a conventional advertising-driven awards campaign for the film. Instead, director Michael Morris and his wife, actress Mary McCormack, organized a "celeb-backed campaign" to get Riseborough nominated.[41][42] They contacted friends and colleagues in the entertainment industry, asking them to view the film and share it
with others if they enjoyed it.[43] Morris and Riseborough also hired publicists to coordinate the efforts. While not initially regarded as a serious contender, the campaign raised Riseborough's profile; dozens of celebrities praised her performance on social media, and some hosted screenings of the film during voting for the Academy Award nominations
in January 2023.[44][45] Riseborough's nomination was announced on January 24, which the Los Angeles Times called "one of the most shocking nominations in Oscar history".[43] After her nomination was announced, speculation arose that the tactics might have violated AMPAS rules against directly lobbying voters.[46] A post on the film's Instagram
account was noted by several AMPAS members for possibly violating a rule prohibiting "[singling] out 'the competition' by name" by featuring a quote from film critic Richard Roeper, who praised Riseborough's performance as better than Cate Blanchett's in Tar, a fellow nominee for Best Actress.[47] On January 27, the Academy announced a review of
the year's campaigns "to ensure that no guidelines were violated, and to inform us whether changes to the guidelines may be needed in a new era of social media and digital communication".[48] The Academy has rescinded nominations for nominees who participated in unsanctioned campaigning. However, there were no reports that Riseborough had
been involved in such, or that any Academy members had lodged formal complaints about the campaign's behavior.[48] On January 31, the Academy concluded its review by pledging to address "social media and outreach campaigning tactics" which they said caused "concern", but confirming that Riseborough's nomination would be retained.[49]
Following the controversy, the Academy introduced new campaigning rules and clarifications in May 2023.[50] Variety columnist Owen Gleiberman wrote: "It didn't rock the boat, it didn't overstay its welcome, and it left you feeling that the world's preeminent awards show, all doom-saying punditry to the contrary, is still, on balance, a very good thing."
He also added that the wins received by Everything Everywhere All at Once "lent the evening a rare emotional unity".[51] Television critic Daniel Fienberg of The Hollywood Reporter similarly praised the show's emotional beats and found its flaws "were mitigated more gracefully than just about any Oscars telecast" he could recall.[52] Mick LaSalle of
the San Francisco Chronicle commended Kimmel's stint as host stating: "He was establishing that 2023 would not be a repeat of 2022 — and it wasn't. It was such a relief to see something, anything, actually get better."[53] Mike Hale of The New York Times remarked on "the ordinariness and sameness of the ABC broadcast" compared to the prior
year,[54] while USA Today's Kelly Lawler criticized it as "terribly fake" and felt that Kimmel's role "felt phoned in, or at least maybe monitored by corporate overlords looking to avoid controversy" despite some of his jokes tackling controversial subjects such as the January 6 United States Capitol attack and Tom Cruise's Scientology advocacy.[55] Hale
added that "the modern Oscars have become something more to be endured than enjoyed".[54] The American telecast on ABC drew in an average of 18.75 million people over its length, which was a 13% increase from the previous year's ceremony and marked the first time that the Academy Awards experienced consecutive years of viewership increase
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
